Introduction

Overview

The CL5800 is a KVM Console featuring an integrated 19" LED-backlit LCD 

panel, a full keyboard, and a touch pad in a 1U rack-mountable sliding housing 

with an AC based input power source.

The CL5800 KVM Console consists of modules serving as the front-end 

sliding console for compatible KVM switches. This means users who already 

have a compatible KVM switch can take advantage of the space-saving and 

efficiency benefits of the sliding console module without needing to purchase 

an additional KVM switch module.

The CL5800’s LCD and keyboard / touch pad modules can slide in or out 

independently of each other. To maximize space in your data center, the 

keyboard / touch pad module slides back to "hide away" when not in use, while 

the thin profile LCD monitor rotates back — flush against the rack — allowing 

convenient monitoring of the connected computer / server.

For added convenience, ports for an external PS/2 or USB keyboard and mouse 

as well as a monitor are also provided on the rear panel.

Setup is fast and easy. Simply use the included custom KVM cable set to link 

the LCD Console's KVM port to the console ports of your KVM switch and 

you are ready to go.

With an upgradable firmware, you can keep your CL5800 up-to-date with the 

latest functionality improvements simply by downloading firmware updates 

from ATEN’s website as they become available.

Hardware Setup

Before you Begin

1. Important safety information regarding the placement of this 

device is provided on page 31. Please review it before 

proceeding.

2. Make sure that power to all the devices you will be connecting 

up has been turned off. You must unplug the power cords of any 

computers that have the Keyboard Power On function.

3. Please operate the device with caution when under high 

environmental temperatures, as the surface of the device may 

become overheated under such conditions. For instance, the 

surface temperature of the device may reach 70 ºC or higher 

when the environmental temperature reaches close to 50 ºC.

4. Packing material has been inserted to protect the CL5800 during 

shipping. Slide the LCD module out (see Opening the Console, 

page 13), until the packing material is visible. Remove the 

packing material before installing the unit, as shown in the 

diagram below.
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Standard Rack Mounting

A standard rack mount kit can be purchased separately for your CL5800. The 

kit enables the CL5800 to be mounted in rack with a depth of 52 – 85 cm.

Note:  It takes two people to mount the console.

 The standard rack mount kit does not include screws or cage nuts. 

If you need additional screws or cage nuts, contact your rack 

dealer.

To rack mount the CL5800, please refer to the LCD KVM Standard Rack

Front-L Brackets Mounting

To have a comfortable and safe posture, install the Front-L brackets (supplied 

in the extension kit) which provide an extension at the front of the rack for the 

unit to slide further out and thus allowing you to tilt the LCD screen more.

4. Plug the CL5800’s power cord into the LCD Console’s power socket and 

into a power source.

Opening the Console

The CL5800’s console consists of two modules: an LCD display module 

located under the top cover; and a keyboard / touch pad module below the LCD 

module.

The modules can either slide together, or independently. This allows you to 

have the LCD display available for viewing while the keyboard / touch pad 

module is conveniently out of the way when not in use.

Opening Separately

1. Pull the release catches to release the console, and pull the top panel a few 

centimeters toward you. Once the console has been released, you can let 

go of the catches.

2. Pull the top panel all the way out until it clicks into place.

Release Catches
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3. Rotate the top panel all the way back to expose the LCD screen.
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4. Reach underneath and pull the keyboard module all the way out until it 

clicks into place.

Opening Together

Refer to the diagrams in the Opening Separately section as you do the 

following:

1. Pull the release catch and pull the top and bottom panels out until the 

keyboard module clicks into place.

Note: Once the console has been released, you can let go of the catch.

2. Pull the top panel the rest of the way out until it clicks into place.

3. Rotate the top panel all the way back to expose the LCD screen.

Note: Refer to the warning regarding placing excessive weight on the 

keyboard module on the following page.
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Operating Precautions

RIGHT

Rest your hands and arms lightly on the 
keyboard module as you work.

WRONG!

 DO NOT lean your body weight on the 

keyboard module.

 DO NOT place heavy objects on the 

keyboard module.

The maximum load bearing capacity of the keyboard module is 

20 kg. Failure to heed the information below can result in damage 

to the keyboard module.

Closing the Console

1. Pull the release catches located on either side of the keyboard toward you 

to release the keyboard module, then slide the module slightly in.

2. Let go of the catches. Using the front handle, push the keyboard module 

all the way in.
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3. Rotate the LCD module all the way down, then pull the rear catches to 

release the LCD module.

4. Using the front handle, push the module all the way in.
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Hot Plugging

The CL5800 supports hot plugging – components can be removed and added 

to the console by unplugging their cables from the ports without the need to 

shut down the CL5800.

Powering Off and Restarting

If it becomes necessary to Power Off the CL5800 (to upgrade the firmware, for 

example), simply turn off the power to the unit using the rear panel power 

switch. To restart the CL5800, turn the rear panel power switch back on.

Port ID Numbering & Port Selection

Port ID numbering and Port Selection follow the method used by the KVM 

switch connected to the CL5800. Consult your KVM switch's User Manual for 

details. 

Touchpad Operation

Our touchpad supports two-finger scrolling operation that allows you to initiate 

scrolling on the touchpad with vertically movements. To do so, simply place 

two fingers down anywhere on the touchpad, and move them in a desired 

direction.
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LCD OSD Configuration

LCD Buttons

The LCD OSD allows you to set up and configure the LCD display. Four 

buttons are used to perform the configuration, as described in the table, below:

Button Function

MENU  When you have not entered the LCD OSD Menu function, 

pressing this button invokes the Menu function, and brings up 
the Main Menu.

 When you have entered the LCD OSD Menu function, and 

have reached a setting choice with the navigation buttons, 
pressing this button brings up its adjustment screen.

When navigating through the menus, this button moves you Right 
or Up. When making an adjustment, it increases the value.

When navigating through the menus, this button moves you Left 
or Down. When making an adjustment, it decreases the value.

EXIT  When you have not entered the LCD OSD Menu function, 

pressing this button performs an auto adjustment. An auto 
adjustment automatically configures all the settings for the 
LCD panel to what the OSD considers their optimum values to 
be.

 When you have entered the LCD OSD Menu function, pressing 

this button exits the current menu and returns you to the 
previous menu. Use it to leave an adjustment menu when you 
are satisfied with the adjustment you made.

 When you are at the Main Menu, pressing this button exits the 

LCD OSD.
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LCD Adjustment Settings

An explanation of the LCD OSD adjustment settings is given in the table 

below:

Manufacturing Number

The “MFG Number” (Manufacturing Number) is an internal serial number 

used by ATEN’s factory and technical support staff to identify products. This 

number does not affect products’ warranty. If your product requires after-sales 

services, you may provide the MFG Number to ATEN’s sales or technical 

support staff to identify the product and model number.

Setting Explanation

Brightness Adjusts the background black level of the screen image.

Contrast Adjusts the foreground white level of the screen image.

Phase If pixel jitter or horizontal line noise is visible on the display, 
your LCD may have the wrong phase setting. Adjust the 
phase setting to eliminate these problems.

Clock If vertical banding is visible on the display, your LCD may 
have the wrong clock setting. Adjust the clock setting to 
eliminate vertical banding.

H-Position Positions the display area on the LCD panel horizontally 
(moves the display area left or right).

V-Position  Positions the display area on the LCD panel vertically 
(moves the display area up or down).

Color Temperature Adjusts the color quality of the display. You can adjust the 
warmth value, color balance, etc. The Adjust Color 
selection has a further submenu that lets you fine tune the 
RGB values.

Language Selects the language that the OSD displays its menus in.

OSD Duration Lets you set the amount of time the OSD displays on the 
screen. If there is no input for the amount of time you 
choose, the OSD display turns off.

Reset Resets the adjustments on all menus and submenus to 
their factory default settings.

Note: The Language setting does not return to the factory 
default, but remains at the one that you have set it to.
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Hotkeys 

Console selection on the CL5800 is accomplished with hotkey combinations, 

as described in the following table:

Note: 1. Press the keys in sequence – one key at a time. First [Ctrl], then [Alt], 

then [Shift], etc.

2. Console selections are not saved. If the CL5800 is powered off, it 

reverts to the default setting of both consoles enabled when it is 

powered on again.

3. If the KVM switch connected to the CL5800 uses the [Ctrl] [Alt] 

[Shift] combination to invoke its hotkey mode, you won't be able to 

access any of its hotkey operations because the CL5800 will capture 

the combination for console selection first.

Combination Action

[Ctrl] [Alt] [Shift] [P] [C] [Enter] To select normal mode (pc, etc.).

[Ctrl] [Alt] [Shift] [S] [U] [N] [Enter] To select SUN

[Ctrl] [Alt] [Shift]

[u] [p] [g] [r] [a] [d] [e] [Enter]

Activates the Firmware Upgrade Mode.

Note: this Hotkey sequence only works when the 
Firmware Upgrade Switch (see page 24) is in the 
Normal position.

Disable Remote (external) console.

Firmware Upgrade

The Firmware Upgrade Utility

As new firmware revisions become available for the CL5800, firmware 

upgrade packages are posted on the ATEN web site. The Windows-based 

Firmware Upgrade Utility (FWUpgrade.exe) provides a smooth, automated 

process for upgrading the CL5800’s firmware. Check the web site regularly to 

find the latest firmware packages and information relating to them.

Before You Begin

To prepare for the firmware upgrade, do the following:

1. From a computer that is not part of your CL5800 installation go to ATEN’s 

Internet support site and choose the model name that relates to your device 

to get a list of available Firmware Upgrade Packages.

2. Choose the Firmware Upgrade Package you want to install (usually the 

most recent), and download it to your computer.

3. Use the firmware upgrade cable (provided with this unit), to connect a 

COM port on your computer to the firmware upgrade port of the CL5800.
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Firmware Upgrade Mode

The CL5800’s firmware upgrade mode can be accessed one of two ways: by 

entering a hotkey sequence (see Hotkeys, page 22), or by placing the CL5800 

in firmware upgrade recovery mode (see Exiting Firmware Upgrade Mode, 

page 29).

Note: In order to activate the Firmware Upgrade Mode using a hotkey 

sequence, the firmware upgrade switch (see page 7) must be switched 

to the Normal position.

1. Turn off the CL5800 using the power switch on the back side of the 

console.

2. Slide the firmware switch to RECOVER (see page 7).

3. Turn on the CL5800 using the power switch.

When the CL5800 is in Firmware Upgrade Mode, the Num Lock, Caps Lock 

and Scroll Lock LEDs will continually flash.

To exit the Firmware Upgrade Mode, see Exiting Firmware Upgrade Mode, 

page 29.
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Performing the Upgrade

Starting the Upgrade:

1. With the CL5800 in Firmware Upgrade Mode, run the downloaded 

Firmware Upgrade Package file from your computer - either by double 

clicking the file icon, or by opening a command line and keying in the full 

path and filename.

The Firmware Upgrade Utility Welcome screen appears: 

2. Read and Agree to the License Agreement (enable the I Agree radio 

button).
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3. Click Next. The Firmware Upgrade Utility main screen appears:

The Utility inspects your installation. All the devices capable of being 

upgraded by the package are listed in the Device List panel.

4. Click Next to perform the upgrade.

 If you enabled Check Firmware Version, the Utility compares the 

device’s firmware level with that of the upgrade files. If it finds that the 

device’s version is newer than the upgrade version, it brings up a 

dialog box informing you of the situation and gives you the option to 

continue the upgrade:

If you didn’t enable Check Firmware Version, the Utility installs the 

upgrade files without checking whether they are a higher level, or not.

 As the Upgrade proceeds, status messages appear in the Status 

Messages panel, and the progress toward completion is shown on the 

Progress bar.
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Upgrade Succeeded

When the upgrade completes, a success message will appear. An example is 

shown:

Click Finish to close the Firmware Upgrade Utility.
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Upgrade Failed

If the firmware upgrade fails (Upgrade Succeeded screen does not appear), you 

can recover the situation. An upgrade failed message appears, an example is 

shown:
 

Possible reasons for firmware upgrade failure are:

 When a firmware upgrade was manually aborted.

 When the unit’s firmware becomes corrupted for some reason and you are 

unable to operate it.

 When a firmware upgrade procedure is interrupted.

 When a firmware upgrade procedure fails.

To recover a failed firmware upgrade, do the following:

1. Click Cancel to close the Firmware Upgrade Utility.

2. Power off the unit.

3. Connect the firmware upgrade cable to its firmware upgrade port.

4. Slide the firmware upgrade switch to the Recover position.

5. Power the unit back on and repeat the upgrade procedure (see Starting the 

Upgrade: on page 25).
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6. After the unit has been successfully upgraded, power it off, and slide the 

firmware upgrade switch back to the Normal position.

7. Power the unit back on again.

Exiting Firmware Upgrade Mode

To exit the Firmware Upgrade Mode, do the following:

1. Slide the firmware upgrade switch (see page 7) to the Normal position.

2. Power off and restart the CL5800 using the power switch on the back side 

of the console.
